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This building is for nursing children ranging from babies to five-year-olds. By increasing the openness of the space, we designed it so that
children can interact with other age groups as they become older.We have taken extra care not to make the space too uniform or abstract, even
with the added openness. Sound-insulating movable partitions function as fixed walls when they are closed. The glass on the south side and the
wooden terrace, along with the pitch of the roof, give a sense of fluidity to the playground. From the playground, the pendent eaves give the
impression they are floating off the ground. The playroom can be open on three sides if you completely open the movable partitions to adjacent
nursing rooms and windows sash to the outside stage. By way of a void, one can expect active participation from the infant space. It is our

intention to make it a “Children’s Theater”, in which the actors and the spectators change roles and become one
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
