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The dormitory is divided into four zones
housing approximately 10 students in each.
Currently, the zones are divided by sex and age
group, but in the future, it will be possible to
create a cross—age group structure. The
dormitory has a four—-phase sequence of privacy:
private bedrooms, anterior room, hall and dining
and conversation room, so it is possible to host
various groups and activities. The activities in
the architecture can be smoothly extended to the
barrier—free wooden terrace in the inner
courtyard, and horticulture therapy is provided
at the flowerbed. The outdoor promenade makes
loop circulation possible, and using ground level
differences, resident students can escape from
both the first and second floors barrier—free.
